The WWF Forest Practice has identified which
have both a concentration of deforestation hotspots and large remaining
areas under threat. Over 43 million hectares were lost in the fronts
between 2004 and 2017, about the area of Morocco. Losses are greatest
in the tropics and sub-tropics, which also have the most severe forest
fragmentation. Expansion of commercial agriculfure and plantations is by
far the largest driver of loss, which in some cases can be powered by
land speculation. Smallholder farming and extractive activities,
particularly mining, are also increasingly important. Along with
catastrophic impacts on biodiversity, losses undermines ecosystem
services and nafure-based solutions, such as carbon capture and
storage, disaster risk reduction, water and food security.
